NON- AGENDA ITEM- FIRST BAPTIST CHURCH OF ROSE HILL, KANSAS 2016 

TAX FORECLOSURE SALE 
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Pastor Voyt Lynn, Director of Missions for the South Central Association of Southern Baptists, 

came before the Board to request assistance in paying the 20% penalty for the delinquent special 

assessments regarding property owned by First Baptist Church of Rose Hill, Kansas. On 

Thursday, March 31, 2022, Pastor Voyt stated he became aware of the property being listed for 

auction on Wednesday, April 20, 2022, during the Butler County Treasurer’s Office 2016 Tax 

Foreclosure sale.  The church has experienced significant financial struggles and has been unable 

to pay most of the assessments due from 2016 forward.  Pastor Ron Long has frequently served 

without compensation due to the financial difficulties.  Pastor Voyt was confident the funds for 

the delinquent special assessments would be secured before the sale date with the help of Butler 

County for the 20% penalties.

ITEM #3 - SW BUTLER RD PROJECT FUNDING APPLICATION - WICHITA AREA 

METROPOLITAN PLANNING ORGANIZATION (WAMPO) 2023-2026 

TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENT PLAN (TIP) 
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Darryl Lutz, Director of Public Works, came before the Board for approval to adjust the funding 

level request made to WAMPO for proposed roadway improvements on SW Butler Rd between 

SW 170th St and SW 155th St.  Butler County has recently completed the construction of one 

mile of SW Butler Rd and a roundabout at SW 150th St. A one and a half mile segment of SW 

Butler Rd remains unimproved between SW 170th St and the south limits of the roundabout 

which is half a mile south of SW 150th St. This segment is the only County project in WAMPO's 

current long range transportation plan. The total project construction and construction 

engineering (CE) cost including the bridge is estimated at $11,683,800. Butler County requested 

80% of $10,160,600 WAMPO funding for the project costs excluding the bridge, which would 

net $8,128,480 in federal funds. Butler County's share of construction and CE costs would be 

$3,555,400, which is approximately 30% of the total construction and CE costs. The County will 

pay 100% of the estimated $1,360,000.00 in design fees, right-of-way costs and utility relocation 

fees. WAMPO is asking applicants to be willing to accept a lower share of federal funds in order 

to get more projects included in the new TIP. This request is with the understanding that if 

additional federal funds become available, the federal funding allocation would be increased 

during the TIP amendment process. Staff believes this project is a priority project for the County 

and has requested direction from the Board for possibly taking on a greater share of the cost.  
 

Commissioner Masterson motioned to approve the submission of the supplemental 

information for proposed roadway improvements on SW Butler Rd between SW 170th St and 

SW 155th St. on this to WAMPO. Commissioner Murphy seconded the motion. Motion carried 

5-0.  
 

Commission Chair Herzet inquired about what could be done to make the intersection safer at 

Santa Lake Fe Rd and SW 150th St, where a double fatality accident occurred on April 4, 2022.  

Mr. Lutz stated he had not yet seen the accident report. Mr. Lutz and the Board discussed the 

possibility of adding flashing lights to the stop signs at the intersection.

ATTACHMENTS

BACKGROUND
Butler County maintains 434 bridge sized structures throughout the County in addition to over 2000 culvert sized
structures.  The Department of Public Works has identified several bridges on County and Township roads that are in
need of major repair work or replacement.  The projects have been prioritized and are included in the County’s
approved bridge project Capital Improvement Program (CIP).  The CIP includes a County funded bridge replacement
project on SW River Valley Rd over Dry Creek to replace an existing weight restricted concrete bridge that is narrow
and very poor condition.  Project engineering work and construction plans are completed, right-of-way has been
acquired and utility relocation work is in progress.  The project is ready to go to bid for construction.  The County
Commission received and opened sealed bids for the project on Tuesday, March 15, 2022 and awarded the project to
Bridges, Inc. on Tuesday, March 22, 2022.

ANALYSIS
The project to replace the SW River Valley Rd bridge over Dry Creek was awarded on the basis of lowest and best
bid to Bridges, Inc., Newton, KS for a project bid amount of $765,049.80.  Four (4) sets of contract documents were
sent by Public Works staff to the contractor for execution and attachment of required bonds.  The documents are being
returned to the County and will be presented to the County Commission during the meeting.  Staff recommends that the
contract be approved by the County Commission.

BACKGROUND
The Hickory Creek Bridge replacement project on SE Cole Creek Rd is a County funded bridge replacement project
in the County's adopted CIP.  The final plans are complete and Butler County staff has been working with property
owners on right-of-way and easement acquisition.  The Board of County Commissioners previously approved
right-of-way values and authorized the Director of Public Works to begin the right-of-way acquisition process in
October.  Agreements have been reached with 1 property owner and an official offer based upon approved values has
been presented.  The project requires 3 tracts of right-of-way and 1 temporary construction easement from 3 property
owners.  Staff has received signed right-of-way documents from the one property owner for approval and acceptance. 
The documents will be presented to the County Commission for acceptance and approval of any settlements or
payments.  The project is expected to be ready to advertise for bids in early Summer 2022.

ANALYSIS
Staff will present easement documents and right-of-way documents.  The County Commission will be asked to accept
the dedication of the easements and rights-of-way and to approve the payment of settlements negotiated by staff.  The
payments and settlements are based upon approved unit price values for permanent easement and will include any
additional cost to cure items such as fence replacements.  A list of tracts and the related right-of-way offers will be
presented to the County Commission.

ATTACHMENTS

BACKGROUND
SW Santa Fe Lake Rd and SW 150th St are 2 major County roads maintained by the County.  A fatality accident
occurred at the intersection on Monday.  SW Santa Fe Lake Rd is a through road and SW 150th St traffic has to stop
for SW Santa Fe Lake Rd traffic.  Staff has determined that all STOP signs and STOP ahead signs and intersection
ahead signs were in place and visible at the time of the accident.  The traffic accident report has not been released to the
County Engineer until the Sheriff has finished their investigation.  The County Commission has asked staff to look at the
intersection for possible signage upgrades such as adding flashing lights at the STOP signs.

ANALYSIS
The County Engineering is evaluating the intersection and looking at warrants.  It is imperative that traffic control signage
be based upon sound warrants determined by appropriate traffic studies.  Signage has to be applied uniformly across
the system.  The County Engineer is evaluating the installation of flashing red lights on the STOP signs and comparing
other intersections for similar warrants.  The County Engineer intends to have enough information compiled to present a
formal recommendation for discussion and approval.

FINANCIAL CONSIDERATION
The cost will be determined and presented if information is available.

LEGAL CONSIDERATION
Any proposed traffic control devices and enhancements need to be properly evaluated and implemented on a uniform
basis.  Addition of flashing red lights would be a policy matter.

Haverhill Road Improvement Project - Engineering

RECOMMENDATION
Consider approving an agreement for engineering services related to the propose Haverhill Rd improvement project on
the west side of the refinery.

ATTACHMENTS

BACKGROUND
Butler County has a major road improvement project planned for Haverhill Rd from Towanda Ave south for 1.9 miles. 
The project was awarded KDOT Cost Share funds in 2021 and needs to be ready for construction this fall.  Staff
recognized last Fall that we won't be able to meet KDOT's requested schedule and advised that we would need the
assistance of a consulting engineer to finish plans.  

Staff has been working with JEO Consulting Group through their Wichita Office to develop a work scope and fee to
help finish plans.  JEO is a full service mid-size firm with a Wichita Office.  The manager for the Wichita Office of JEO
was formerly with another firm in Wichita that has performed work for Butler County.  The County Engineer has a high
degree of trust in the firm's capacity to perform the requested work on a short timeline.  After meeting with JEO and
working through current progress on the project, we have reached agreement on a scope and fee proposal.  

ANALYSIS
The County Engineer along with staff has met with JEO to work through the current status of in-house design.  We have
identified some value-added engineering considerations and have put together a reasonable work schedule and fee
proposal.  The County Engineer is working on final details of a proposed agreement for presentation to the County
Commission.  The agreement will be presented during the meeting. The final fee proposal is approximately 5.6% of the
project construction cost.  JEO will finish the design work on the project and produce a full set of detailed plans and
specifications for letting to contract.  Typical costs for engineering services on major road projects tend to be closer to
7-8%.  The County is realizing savings because of the field survey work and some of the preliminary design concepts
that have been completed.

FINANCIAL CONSIDERATION
The project is in the current CIP.  The cost estimate is being adjusted to account for contracting the engineering work.
